A meme* I saw recently aligned perfectly with the 
John chapter 2 Wedding at Cana Miracle story from 
the second Sunday of Epiphany (January 20)        
lectionary reading. The meme is a picture of a large 
wine glass filled with water. Next to the glass stands 
a plastic figurine of Jesus holding the stem.  The  
caption says, “And now we wait”.  
 

The miracle of Jesus turning water into wine is His first public act of 
ministry in John’s gospel. The scene is Jesus and his mother Mary (not 
called by name but referred to as “the mother of Jesus”) attending a 
wedding at Cana. Wedding celebrations lasted for about a week in  
ancient Jewish culture. The text tells us they were less than half way 
through the week and “the wine gave out”. The faux pas is brought to 
Mary’s attention and she calls on Jesus to do something about it. The 
text says that Jesus was not enthused to take ownership of the       
problem, but that he does help. 
 
Mary instructs the servants to do whatever Jesus tells them. She knows 
that her son has the ability to make something uncommon happen. 
There are six water jugs (30 gallons each) used for Jewish purification 
rituals nearby. Jesus instructs the servants to fill the 30-gallon jugs to 
the brim with water. They do. Then they drew out wine from the jugs 
that had previously held water. Not only was what they drew out of 
the jugs wine, the text says that when the steward tasted it, that the 
hosts had reversed tradition by saving the good wine for later in the 
celebration.  
 
Dr. Caroline Lewis points out at workingpreacher.org that Jesus’   
miracles (or as John’s gospel calls them “signs”) point to the            
extravagant grace of God. She states,  
“Jesus’ signs show you, don’t tell you, what abundant grace is, ‘from 
his fullness we have all received, grace upon grace’ (John 1:16).   
Turning water into wine is revealing of abundant grace in this season 
of Epiphany. And what does abundant grace taste like? Like the best 
wine when you are expecting the cheap stuff. It’s one thing to say, 
‘Jesus is the source of grace.’ It’s quite another to have an experience 
of it.” **

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In a culture where we relentlessly seek to blame and find fault in others, God’s abundant grace is welcome             
refreshment for our spirits. I pray we all experience it and give it away to others. The good news is there will always 
be more of God’s grace than we need to be made whole. This is because grace from God is meant to be shared with 
others and not only meant for us individually.  
 
I pray through experiencing the love of God that we learn to share the love of God as at a wedding feast, joyfully,  
lavishly, and with grateful hearts. I pray that we, like Mary, look to Jesus to do something uncommon, change the 
world through love. The miracle of grace is present for us every day, all the time. Let’s celebrate that gift with others 
and live into the transforming power of God one day at a time.
